Blight Elimination Program (“BEP”)- Greening and Greening Claims Form  
At the time of application, you were required to identify the anticipated end-use for each lot included in your proposed BEP Applications, with the minimum permissible end-use being greening. This notice is to clarify what constitutes greening for purposes of BEP.  Greening includes site activities that occur following demolition and removal of  all demolition debris. These activities include the following:
1) Deposit of backfill materials;

2) Compaction of backfill materials;

3) Grading of the demolition site; and

4) Seeding of the site.

Items 1 – 3 above are mandatory and should occur immediately after demolition when weather permits. Seeding should occur within a reasonable time thereafter when appropriate.  Once greened the lot should be maintained as green space until such time as Recipient or its Program Partner is able to facilitate the stated end-use. If the stated end-use for the lot is the construction of infill housing, the site should be greened and maintained as green space until such time as construction commences. If the stated end-use is planting a community garden, the site should be greened and maintained as green space until such time as planting occurs. Failure to green and/or properly maintain BEP sites will be viewed as a material breach of the BEP Program Agreement, the occurrence of which may result in termination of a Recipient’s BEP Agreement.
Effective May 11, 2015, costs and fees for greening must be itemized separately on BEP invoices in order for IHCDA to meet Treasury requirements. A Recipient making a claim for greening costs and fees must: 

1) Utilize the greening line item available in IHCDA-Online; 

2) Upload an invoice to IHCDA-Online reflecting a fee for a greening services; and

3) Complete the Greening Claims Form available at www.877gethopeorg/blight and upload the completed Form; 
IHCDA will not pay claims for Recipients that fail to adhere to the claims process outlined above. 
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
